Following the White Coat Ceremony, 
students for the class of Fall 2010 will 
be leaving for China on September 
27th, in preparation for their first 
semester.  First day of instruction 
will be on Monday, October 11th, 
after a one-week holiday celebration 
for the National Day of the People’s 
Republic of China.  Beth Healthcare’s 
management staff will also 
accompany students on their first 
trip to China.  Airport transportation 
will be arranged by CMU.

Exciting Updates Regards to 
Student Housing
Due to the current construction of CMU’s new campus, 
our pilot class of Fall 2010 will have the opportunity 
to upgrade the first year of their student housing from 
student dormitory on campus, to a luxury hotel right 
by campus.
